5.Don’t let other motorists surprise you.
Use extra caution at intersections,
parking lot entrances and exits, and
driveways.

6.Keep both hands on the handlebars and
both feet on the floor boards while riding.
A passenger should hold on to the
scooter or the operator with both hands
and keep both feet on the passenger
footrests.

7.Never leave your scooter unattended
with the engine running.

8.Moderate your speed when riding over
bumpy roads. Avoid hitting road hazards,
such as sharp bumps and holes, in the
road surface. These hazards can cause
loss of control or structural damage to
the vehicle.
