Even if you have ridden
other motorcycles, take time to become
familiar with how this motorcycle works
and handles. Practice riding the
motorcyclein asafe areato build your
skills. Do not ride in traffic until you get
accustomed to the motorcycl€e' s controls,
and feel comfortable with its size and
weight.
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We urge al riders to take a motorcycle
operator course approved by the
Motorcycle Saf ety Foundation (MSF).
New riders should start with the basic
course, and even experienced riders will
find the advanced course beneficial. For
