| What to do in an emergency

If any of the following occurs, immediately see
your doctor.

@ Electrolyte splashes into your eyes:

U Wash your eyes repeatedly with cool
water for at 15 minutes. Using water
under pressure can damage your eyes.

@ Electrolyte splashes onto your skin:

u Remove affected clothing and wash your
skin thoroughly using water.

@ Electrolyte splashes into your mouth

U Rinse mouth thoroughly with water, and
do not swallow.

The battery contains flammable organic
solvent as electrolyte.

You can be burned or seriously injured
if the battery is handled improperly.

@ Keep the battery away from heat,
sparks, and flame.

® Keep the battery out of the reach of
children.

® Do not disassemble or modify the
battery or battery terminals.

® Do not short-circuit the battery with
metal tools or other metal objects.

® Do not subject the battery to
impacts.
