Maintenance Schedule

e The Initial Maintenance indicator appears only once over the life
of the vehicle.

e The Regular Maintenance Interval 1 and 2 indicators will appear
alternately over the life of the vehicle.

e Consider the total mileage and operating hours shown on the
odometer/hour meter, along with your vehicle maintenance
history, to determine the appropriate Regular Maintenance
Interval to follow on the maintenance schedule.

Each item on the maintenance schedule requires some mechanical
knowledge. Certain items (particularly those marked " and **) may
require more technical information and tools. Consult your dealer.

* Should be serviced by your dealer, unless you have the proper
tools and service data, and are mechanically qualified. Refer to

the official Honda Service Manual (page 282).
** In the interest of safety, we recommend these items be serviced

only by your dealer.
